Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 21 October  2008

1. To receive & accept apologies for absence 

Apologies were accepted from Cllrs Jackie Jones and Graham Moore 

 

2. To receive declarations of interest in items on the agenda 

 Councillor Fisher declared an interest in item 15. 

 

3. To confirm the minutes of the previous meeting 

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 16 September  2008, having previously 

been circulated to all Members were confirmed, and signed by the Chairman. 

 

4. To receive any Police Liaison Officer report 

Apologies had been received from PCSO Kate Yuill who was on annual leave. 

 

5. To report any correspondence or action, for information purposes, arising from the 

minutes 

467/5  I have written again to Mott MacDonald asking for information on when the A1066 

will be started as it is now 7 weeks since the original starting date. 

469/12b) I have now received the letter fro Norfolk County Council requesting our 

comments about the proposed 40 mph in New Road and this will be discussed later 

469/14  Letter from Norfolk County Council containing the business case and financial 

assumptions for the Unitary bid.  Too late for us to use, but available to anyone interested. 

 

6. To receive a report on the Affordable Housing Scheme  

The Chair welcomed Mark Walker and Abi Dennington Price. They were able to report that 

the deal for additional land was at draft contract stage. Negotiations were ongoing with 

Norfolk County Council for right of way over, or ownership of, the ditch at the front. 

Planners were due to meet soon to approve the alterations that had been made. The 

Architects had been engaged on a fixed price so the number of times alterations were made 

did not affect their cost. The visualised programme was that IF a public consultation was 

held in December, the project would go before Planning Committee in March 2009, the bid 

to the Housing Corporation would take 4 – 6 weeks, and the build period would be approx 

12 months.

12. To discuss and progress the situation at   

a) Low Road Billingford 

Cllr Redgrave updated the meeting on Low Road, Billingford. She had met on site with 

Gary Overland from Highways who, despite the fact that the situation was not within the 

criteria, had high hopes that some changes could be made.  The Police say it is a Highways 
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problem, but Highways feel it is enforcement that is required.  The ambiguous restriction 

signs are to be changed. 

b) New Road, Thelveton 

The letter from Norfolk County Council asking for the Parish Council opinion on a proposed 

40mph speed limit continuing from the Norwich Road limit to just past New Barn was 

discussed. By a majority vote it was  

RESOLVED  that the 40mph speed limit should be for the distance from the main road, 

where there were houses on both sides of new Road. 

 

13. To confirm payment of accounts presented at the meeting, and note bank balances, as 

detailed on the schedule 

The schedule of payments, circulated to Members was discussed and it was   

RESOLVED that payment of the accounts totalling £634.54 be authorised. 

 

14. To discuss the arrangements for Remembrance Sunday and confirm the donation to be 

made for the wreath. 

 It was confirmed that the Chairman and other intended attending the Service at the Scole 

War Memorial and later in the day at Billingford, where wreaths would be laid. Payment for 

both wreaths would be made by the Council. 

 

15. To consider an application from Scole Community Open Leisure Experience for a 

donation towards the Multi Use Games Area (Appendix 2) 

 Having heard from Mr Constance at item 7, and following discussion, by a majority vote it 

was 

 RESOLVED that, subject to planning permission being granted, a donation of £2,500 be 

made at the appropriate time. 

 

16. To discuss the way forward with regard to Allotments 

 Following discussion it was  

RESOLVED that the Clerk researches the possibility of any suitable land. 

 

17.  To receive a report from the Trustees of Scole Community & Playing Fields 

Councillor Fisher reported that after discussion no suitable place had been found for the Oak 

Tree that South Norfolk had offered, via the Tree Warden, for planting.  Further 

developments at the Playing Fields were now waiting on Thelveton Estate. 

 

18. To receive any verbal report of Accidents within the Parish 

 There were no verbal reports of any accidents.
