2. Confirm the minutes of the previous meeting: The minutes of the meeting were amended as follows:

PC J Squires informed the members that ‘Make Sam Smile’ was the black box survey across the Bungay Road. The survey
requires three observations for an accurate conclusion. The surveys have not yet been concluded and PC J Squires is awaiting
information. Early results indicate there may be a speeding issue. PS J Squires will investigate the legality and possibility of funding
from Mike Bentley for three Community Speed Watch Area signs for the parish.
